Through a meticulous and lengthy evaluation
process, volunteers who serve on the Community Investment Committee receive guidance to ensure that every
dollar entrusted to us by donors is utilized effectively, efficiently, and results in measurable outcomes.




WHY LIVE UNITED

United Way of Lake County (UWLC) believes that everyone deserves the
Have You opportunity to thrive. UWLC's goal is simple, yet profound: to support
Met ALICE? programs that empower every individual and family with the tools,
resources, and support they need to stand on firm ground to build a
brighter future. Within the contents of this report, you will find a
breakdown of UWLC's areas of focus.

The programs supported under UWLC's three priority areas overlap
because community needs are interconnected, and solutions often
require addressing multiple facets of well-being that do not squarely
fit into one distinct category.

One population, however, that fits squarely into all areas of need is ALICE.

ALICE is an overlooked population. The term is a United Way acronym
for Asset Limited, Income Constrained, Employed.

ALICE represents the people who get up and go to work everyday, perhaps
even working more than one job, but still cannot make ends meet. ALICE
You Sure Have. lives paycheck to paycheck without a safety net to fall back on, making them

’ vulnerable to unexpected expenses.

These are the people forced to make tough decisions about which bills to pay
and needs to fill because they are spread so thin. Do they put dinner on the
table for their children, put gas in their car to go to work, fill a prescription, or
pay their electric bill? These are the questions ALICE faces each day.

ALICE households earn more than the Federal Poverty Level, but less than
the basic cost of living. The number of Lake County ALICE households
struggling to afford life’s basic needs far exceeds Lake County’s low federal
poverty statistics.

Combined, the number of poverty and ALICE 9%

POVERTY

households equals the total population struggling
to afford basic needs.

A total of 9% of Lake County households live in
poverty* while a significant 24% fall within the
ALICE threshold.** Combined, a total of 33%
of Lake County households live below the
ALICE Threshold.

A full one-third are struggling to survive.

woman who appeared in her court.
She was concerned for her and
inquired about the type of services
that might be available to assist her.
This young woman, previously
uninvolved with the law, faced sudden
challenges. Despite navigating her way
to employment after growing up in
foster care, she faced legal trouble due
to an inability to afford a registration
sticker for her car. After receiving a
citation, she made a desperate move
and took a sticker from someone
else's car in order to be able to

continue driving to work and to have
a place to lay her head at night. Her
flawed decision making resulted in a
felony charge which landed her in
court and her car in impoundment. In
one day she lost her way to work, she
lost her home - the car she was living
in - and she suddenly found herself
homeless and on the streets while
facing a felony charge. Her plight
underscores how swiftly
circumstances can shift lives. It also
underscores our need to be there for
one another so that no one stands
alone in times of crises. J J
